Our
keynote speakers Professor Dennis Gray and Associate Professor Ted Wilkes were a highlight,
as always, providing some thought provoking and inspiring discussion points that were teased
out in the panel session. We were also privileged to have Associate Professor Rebecca McKetin
and Caroline Salom, to name just two, as speakers. Rebecca is from the Australian National
University and is one of Australia’s leading experts on the drug methamphetamine, or ‘ice’,
having authored over 100 papers on the topic. Caroline has done extensive research into
Co-Morbidity and presented on what happens when substance and mental health problems
co-occur. Contributing to the success of the forum were the popular pre conference sessions
providing training and networking opportunities. Feedback following the forum was extremely
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positive with participants noting it was one of the best forums they had
attended and that they felt they had learned far more than expected.

Engaging at a national level certainly keeps us busy but we are proud of the profile that we
are developing and the connections that have been created which have positively impacted the
NTAQOD sector. For a small peak with only two staff (and the support of our board) we have
managed to establish a national reputation and are seeing the result of that with invitations to
attend and contribute to significant events including the current review of the National Drug
Strategy.

There have also been some real challenges and funding has/will continue to directly inhibit the
ability of the peak to adequately deliver on addressing gaps and needs and providing vital
sector development.

Despite the struggle with funding we have put plenty of effort into doing what we can with
what we have and thanks to the funding support of the NTG Department of Health we were
able to produce a high quality toolkit (now being utilised nationally) - Case Management in non
-government Alcohol and Other Drugs Services | A Practical Toolkit. It is timely to extend a very
big thankyou and congratulations on the success of this document following the hard work by
our Program Manager Miranda Halliday. We also launched our website, revamped our
newsletter and introduced both a Facebook and Twitter account. These platforms are
continuously growing and we boast local, national and international followers on both Twitter
and Facebook.

1.GENERAL INFORMATION

2.SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Financial reporting Framework
These “general purpose financial statements” have been prepared to satisfy the members’ reporting
requirements under the Associations Act of the Morthern Territory.

Statement of compliance

The financial statements are general purpose financial statements which have been prepared in
accordance with the Associations Act of the Northern Temitory, Accounting Standards and
Interpretations, and complies with other reguirements of the law.

Accounting Standards include Australian equivalents to International Financial Reporting Standards
(‘A-IFAS). Compliance with A-IFRS ensures that the financial statements and notes comply with
International Financial Reporting Standards as they apply to not for profit entities.

The financial statements have been prepared on the basis of historical cost, except for the revaluation
of certain non-current assets where stated. Cost is based on the fair values of consideration given in
exchange for assets.

Significant Accounting Policies

Accounting policies are selected and applied in 2 manner which ensures that the resultant financial
information satisfies the concepts of relevance and reliability, thereby ensuring that the substance of
the underlying transactions and other events is reported. The following significant accounting policies
have been adopted in the preparation and presentation of the financial statements:

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash comprises cash on hand and bank deposits. Cash equivalents are short-term, highly liquid
investments that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash which are subject to an insignificant
risk of changes in value.

Critical accounting judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty

There were no critical judgements (apart from those involving estimations, which are dealt with below),
that management has made in the process of applying the entity’s accounting policies and that are
likely to have an significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial statements.

Because the assets and liabilities of the entity are accrued at historical cost, there are no key
assumptions concerning the future, and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the balance

sheet date that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment o the carrying amounts of the
assets and liabilities within the next financial year.

Economic dependency
A significant volume of the organisation's revenue is from Government funding.

Employee benefits

A provision is made for benefits accruing to employees in respect of wages and salaries, annual leave
and long service leave when it is probably that settlement will be reguired and they are capable of
being measured reliably.

A provision for long service leave will only be calculated once an employee’s period of service has
exceeded 5 years or more and meets the requirements of a provision.

Liabilities recognised in respect of employee benefits expected to be settled within 12 months, are
measured at their nominal values using the remuneration rate expected to apply at the time of
seftlement

Liabilities recognised in respect of employee benefits which are not expected to be settled within 12
months are measured as the present value of the estimated future cash outflows to be made by the
company in respect of services provided by employees up to reporting date.

Confributions to defined contribution superannuation plans are expensed when incumred.

Financial Instruments

Debt and equity instruments are classified as either liabilities or as equity in accordance with the
substance of the contractual arrangement.

Trade receivables, loans, frade payables and other financial liabilities are measured at cost.

Financial assets are assessed for indicators of impairment at each balance sheet date. Financial
assets are impaired when there is objective evidence that as a result of one or more events that the
estimated fuiure cash flows of the imvesiment have been impacted. The amount of the impairment is
the difference between the assets camying amount and the present value of estimated future cash
flows, discounted at the original effective interest rate.

The carrying amount of the financial asset is reduced by the impairment loss directly for all financial
assets with the exception of trade receivables where the camying amount is reduced through the use of
an allowance account.

Goods & Services Tax

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST. Receivables and payables
are recognised inclusive of GST. The net amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the taxation
authority is included as part of receivables or payables.

Cash flows are included in the statement of cash flows on a gross basis. The GST component of cash
flows arising from investing and financing activities which is recoverable from, or payable to, the
taxation authority is classified as operating cash flows.

Government Grants

Grants are recognised as revenue in accordance with the year to which they relate. Grants receivable
for the current year but not received are accrued as a receivable, grants for future years, received in
the current year are treated as a liability.

Where contributions recognised as revenues during the reporing period were obtained on the
condition they be expended in a particular manner or used over a particular period, and those
conditions were undischarged as at the reporting date, the amounts pertaining to those undischarged
conditions are disclosed in these notes.

Unexpended grants at year end which are refundable to the funding body are transferred to current
liabilities.

The balance of all grants which were received for a specific purpose and which remained unexpended
at year end, are transferred to current liabilities.

Income tax
The financial statements have been prepared on the assumption that the organisation is not subject to
income tax.

Property, Plant and Equipment

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation.

Depreciation is provided on property, plant and equipment, including freehold buildings but excluding
land. Depreciation is calculated on a straight line basis so as fo write off the net cost of each asset over
its expected useful life.The following expected useful lves are used:

Buildings and leasehold improvements 13-20 years
Motor Vehicles & years
Plant and Equipment 3- 5 years
Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the corporation has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a
result of a past event, it is probable that the corporation will be required to settle the obligation , and a
reliable estimate can be made at the time of the obligation.

The amount recognised as a provision is the best estimate of the consideration required to settle the
present obligation at reporting date, taking into account the risks and uncertainties surrounding the
obligation. Where a provision is measured using the cash flows estimated fo settle the present
obligation, its camying amount is the present value of those cash flows.

Revenue recognition

Rewvenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable. Revenue is reduced
for estimated returns, rebates and other similar allowances. Revenue from the sale of goods and
services is recognised when the entity has transferred to the buyer the significant risks and rewards of
ownership and the amount of revenue can be measured reliably and it is probable that the related
economic benefits associated will flow to the entity.

Revenue from a coniract to provide services Is recognised by reference to the stage of completion of
the contract. Revenue from time and material contracts is recognised at the contractual rates as labour
hours are delivered and direct expenses are incurred.
